Host Organisation Description:
The Montessori Würzburg was founded in 1991 by a parent initaitve. It is recognized as a non-profit sponsoring association which since 1997/1998 has been cooperating with the Christophporus school in Wuerzburg, a school for "life skills". This beneficial community wants to support and cultivate the school and pre-school pedagogical work grounded by Maria Montessori.
