DISCOVER SOME OF WALES' RICH PEACE HERITAGE AND WHAT IT MEANS TODAY,
PREPARE FOR YOUR VISIT TO GERMANY IN JULY. 

PROGRAMME OF ACTIVITIES IN GERMANY: WHAT DOES PEACE MEAN? HOW CAN
INDIVIDUALS, STATES AND SOCIETIES MAKE PEACE AND HOW IS IT NEGOTIATED? FOR
THE FIRST WEEK OF OUR PEACE PROJECT YOU WILL LIVE IN MÜNSTER WHILE WE TRY TO
TRACE HOW THE HISTORICAL ACHIEVEMENT OF NEGOTIATING PEACE CAME ABOUT.
THEN WE WILL MOVE ON TO OSNABRÜCK WHERE WE WILL TAKE PART IN A PEACE
DEBATE AIMING TO OVERCOME ONE OF THE MAJOR CONFLICTS OF OUR TIME WITH THE
YOUNG PEOPLE IN THE PARALLEL CAMP. YOU HAVE THE CHANCE TO PLAY THE ROLE OF A
PEACE MEDIATOR; YOU CAN TRY OUT YOUR NEGOTIATION SKILLS ON THE
INTERNATIONAL STAGE, STRENGTHEN YOUR POWERS OF ARGUMENTATION AND OF SELF-
ASSERTION, AS WELL AS IMPROVE YOUR LANGUAGE SKILLS. WITHIN THE PROJECT,
THERE WILL ALSO BE EXCURSIONS AND RECREATIONAL ACTIVITIES AND ENCOUNTERS
